We have attempted to keep the Blue Echidna app working with Android v4.0 to maximize the range of Android handsets that are supported.

However, as additional features are continually being added to the software, we have now reached a point where we cannot support some new features without upgrading the required version of Android.

We have therefore increased the minimum Android version to 5.0 for this and all subsequent releases.

Any customers still using Android 4 devices will need to upgrade to Android 5 as a minimum before upgrading Blue Echidna to v3.2.01 onwards.

Replace the “bin” folder within the BlueEchidna Web Service folder (in IIS) with the bin folder provided in the BlueEchidna Web Service folder of this release package.

The upgrade process for Blue Echidna has been greatly simplified.  There is now a single EXO script that can be run to upgrade any version of Blue Echidna to the latest version.

Run the following script within the EXONET_DATABASE_SQL folder in the release package:

· 1. EXO DATABASE – SQL_UPDATES.sql

Three new Clarity reports were included with v3.1.28 and are used for printing barcode labels within the goods receipting module.  Ensure these files have been copied from the “Clarity Reports” folder into the EXO Clarity custom folder.
[bookmark: _Toc498523122]SCAN PACK MODULE (DEFAULT)

A new Scan Pack module is now available as an additional licensed module.

Scan Pack provides the user with a list of picked sales orders.  Upon selecting a sales order, the user is then prompted to add a container to the order, e.g. a Pallet.  The user is then able to allocate items from the sales order to the container.  The user is able to add multiple containers to the order.

When all of the items have been packed, the user submits the packed order and the details are saved in EXO within new X_VERDANT… tables.

This information is then available for reporting.  We will assess the reporting requirements of Blue Echidna clients as they take up the new module, in order to provide a solution to meet their needs.

[bookmark: _Toc498523123]SCAN PACK MODULE (CUSTOM)

An alternative version of the Scan Pack module has been added to meet the specific requirements for one of our customers.  A pre-defined list of packing boxes is loaded into EXO, stored within a new X_VERDANT… table.  We have a standalone Windows desktop application to import the packing boxes from a CSV file.

The user is prompted to add packing boxes to the order.  Each box has a default weight, length, width and height.  The user is able to override any of these values, if required.  Note that the user does not allocate items from the sales order to the boxes.  The purpose of this module is to calculate the total cubic size required for the packing boxes used to fulfil the order.

Upon submitting the completed information, a PDF is generated with a summary of the information entered, and is saved in EXO in the DOCUMENTSDIR folder, and linked to the sales order such that it is available from the Sales Order Documents tab within EXO.

To enable the custom version of Scan Pack, please set the following ConfigSetting:

· ENABLE_CUSTOM_SCAN_PACK (1 == use custom module; 0 == use default module)

[bookmark: _Toc498523124]PACKING BOX CSV IMPORT APPLICATION

To support the custom Scan Pack module, there is a stand-alone Windows desktop application to import a CSV file containing a list of Packaging Boxes with a pre-defined format.

The application is found within the Packing_Box_CSV_Import folder, included in the release folder.

Please note that the ImportBoxesCSV.exe.config file must be edited to setup the database connection string for EXO.  The values will be the same as those configured in the normal Blue Echidna web service web.config file.

When importing a CSV file, the application will first ensure that all rows are valid.  Any errors will be reported to the screen and the import will be aborted.  If no errors are detected, the data from the CSV file will be loaded into EXO for use with the custom Scan Pack module.
